With ef fectiv e pr ograms in

educa tion, c hildcar e, nutrition, senior ser vices , counseling , the ar ts, job tr aining and economic

development, Union Settlement is a friend in both f oul w eather and f air. We have spent the last y ear

fighting of f the steadily g rowing impact of the economic downturn. Our r esidents f eel it in their

poc kets and bank accounts , but w e as an a genc y feel it too . As a r esult, Union Settlement now

faces heightened demand f or ser vices , even as our g overnment contr acts ha ve been tightened

and individual giving has dec lined. 

Despite these c halleng es, we are pr oud to r epor t tha t we

have been a ble to launc h several new pr ograms, inc luding

health  liter acy  for  our Adult Educa tion  students ,

envir onmental educa tion pr ojects f or y outh and a ne w volunteer pr ogram for our  senior s. 

As  the f ollowing c hronic le of our ser vices illustr ates , we pla y a vital r ole in our  comm unity . 

Settlement

Our f ocus in this y ear’ s annual r epor t, w oven thr oughout all of our pr ograms, is an emphasis on

the ar ts.

Ar ts at the Settlement

E
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Of the 13 y ear s tha t I have been on the Union Settlement Boar d, the past y ear
has been one of the most c hallenging and one of the most e xciting . Despite cuts
in government funding and downturns in the economy , we successfully pur sued
our mission of cr eating oppor tunity in East Har lem, as w e have for 113 y ear s. In
addition to our educa tion, counseling , health, emplo yment, n utrition and
recr eation pr ograms, we are pr oud tha t we have been a ble to maintain and
expand our ar ts pr ograms, especially in light of the b udg et pr oblems tha t have
made it incr easing ly dif ficult f or pub lic sc hools to inc lude ar ts in their cur ricula.

In "Ten Lessons the Ar ts Teac h," Eliot Eisner notes tha t the ar ts teac h, among
other things , good judgment, comple x problem-solving sk ills , the a wareness tha t
ther e is often mor e than one ans wer to a pr oblem, m ultiple per spectiv es and the
extent to whic h a small dif ference can ha ve a lar ge impact.  In this Ann ual
Repor t, w e try to giv e you a sense of how Union Settlement encour ages childr en
and f amilies and senior s to learn these lessons thr ough par ticipa tion in painting ,
music , dance , songwriting and f ilmmak ing . 

In the past y ear w e also embar ked on our own ar tistic v entur e, developing , with
the help of Robinson, Ler er & Montg omery , Trif ecta Design Gr oup , and the
Taproot Founda tion, a ne w log o tha t we hope e xpr esses w ell our principal
mission — cr eating oppor tunity f or East Har lem r esidents of all ages. 

Thank s to all the individuals , cor por ations and f ounda tions who ha ve giv en so
gener ously in suppor t of the ar ts pr ograms a t Union Settlement, as w ell as in
suppor t of our other impor tant pr ograms. Each gift has a lar ge impact on the
lives of the people of East Har lem, and w e are very g ra teful.

Learning Through the Arts



Helping our par ticipants f ind a passion tha t enric hes their liv es is one of
the jo ys of working a t the Settlement. F or tha t reason, w e of fer a v ariety of
ar t, music and spor ts pr ograms, pr oviding an ar ray of oppor tunities f or
par ticipants to e xplor e inter ests , expand cr eativity and e xpr ess them -
selv es. When Bur t Lancaster took gymnastics in our gymnasium, I doubt he
ever thought tha t he w ould put these sk ills to suc h good use la ter in his

car eer as an actor , climbing ship masts in “T he Crimson Pir ate” or s winging under the big top in
“Trapeze”. "All this belong ed to us ," Lancaster la ter r ecalled, mar veling a t all the Settlement had
to of fer "the local k ids."  Toda y we contin ue to pride our selv es on the inspiring activities w e of fer,
from dr umming lessons and cir cus ar ts to cer amics and dancing — all as a w ay to stim ulate the
minds and bodies of the y oung people coming to the Settlement.

Ar t at the Settlement has long been a tr adition, fr om sewing c lasses and m usic with Blak e Hob bs,
to poetry and liter atur e thr ough our 15 y ear colla bor ation with the 92nd Str eet Y, the Writing
thr ough R eading Pr ogram. Ov er the past f ive year s, we have dedica ted incr easing ener gy to this
area, adding a n umber of programs tha t help our par ticipants f ind their passion thr ough the ar ts,
often with the suppor t of priv ate donor s and f ounda tions who shar e our vision. 

Our mor e recent additions , violin with our toddler s, multi-media colla ge, dance and thea ter ar ts
with y outh in our after -school pr ograms, documentary f ilmmak ing with our Adult Educa tion
students and je welry-mak ing with our senior s, car ry on the tr adition of bringing ne w experiences
and jo y to our neighbor s' liv es.

These ar tistic activities f eed the souls of our par ticipants as w ell as our health and n utrition
initia tiv es tha t fuel their bodies and our educa tion pr ograms tha t f ir e up their minds . But w e do not
view these as se par ate domains . Rather , the y are all pieces of an inte gra ted whole . We now know
tha t ear ly experiences in the ar ts ha ve a positiv e ef fect on c hildr en's cognitiv e development,
inc luding stim ulating cr eativ e think ing and pr oblem-solving sk ills . Ar ts pr ograms ha ve also been
shown to ha ve a positiv e impact on r eading sk ills and ima gina tiv e think ing ca pacity . At the same
time , these r ewards extend thr ough a lif etime , with ar ts activities shown to enhance the health
and w elfare of seniors or e ven contrib ute to civic eng agement and comm unity r egener ation. 

I hope y ou enjo y not only r eading a bout our accomplishments in this r epor t, but also the
oppor tunity to see how the ar ts ar e interw oven thr oughout our pr ograms a t Union Settlement,
helping f orm the f abric of everything w e do.

Ear ly Childhood
Educa tion.      
We enr oll mor e than 500
pr e-sc hool c hildr en in our
five childcar e center s and
our 43-y ear -old Head Star t
Program, whic h featur es a
bilingual, inter disciplinary , pr e-sc hool c hild de velopment cur riculum. Our e xperienced
teac her s help our c hildr en, ages tw o to f ive, learn in a stim ulating educa tional
envir onment tha t is both de velopmentally a ppr opria te and cultur ally r elevant. We also
of fer an ar ray of par ent in volvement oppor tunities . To meet g rowing comm unity need, this
year w e opened a ne w Head Star t c lassr oom to ser ve an additional 20 f our y ear olds a t
our Union W ashington Childcar e Center . We also secur ed suppor t to launc h a toddler
classr oom a t our long-time Union Car ver Childcar e Center to meet the demand f or this
age group.

Family Childcar e Netw ork.  Through this pioneering ef for t, w e tr ain

qualif ied neighborhood r esidents to set up their own home-based c hildcar e center s,
alle viating East Har lem's c hildcar e shor tage and f ostering f inancial self-suf ficienc y for the
new pr ovider s. Cur rently , 51 pr ovider s tak e car e of 136 c hildr en; another 112 c hildr en ar e
mana ged thr ough our in-home f ood pr ogram. 

Childcar e Services



East Har lem y outh could easily f eel def eated b y the challeng es the y face: f ailing sc hools , high
dropout r ates and the thr eats posed b y crime , substance a buse and hopelessness . But our y oung
men and w omen consistently r efuse to be bea ten down and instead activ ely seek and cr eate
oppor tunities to f orge brighter futur es. Youth a t Union pr ovides suc h oppor tunities , working with
mor e than 2,000 ea ger and ener getic c hildr en and teens eac h year. Many enter our elementary-a ge
after -school pr ogram and sta y with us until the y enter colle ge; we become a second f amily . 

Our ser vices inc lude: 

Rising Star s Program .  We enr oll near ly 200 y oungster s ages f ive to 12 in liv ely after -school
programs a t tw o East Har lem loca tions . Our pr ograms f eatur e year -round activities inc luding
tutoring , computer instr uction, visual and perf orming ar ts pr ojects , recr eational activities and a
summer da y camp . We also of fer liter acy pr ograms suc h as our m ultidisciplinary T heme Teams , a
hands-on m usic pr ogram and our base ball pr ogram with Har lem RBI. Ne w this y ear, we
colla bor ated with T he Big Apple Cir cus , whic h pr ovided twice-w eek ly cir cus ar ts pr ogramming in
whic h par ticipants learn jug gling , acr oba tics and c lowning tec hniques . We also eng aged
par ticipants in an e xciting ne w f itness and wilderness educa tion activity , the Concr ete Saf aris
Explor ers Program, whic h inc luded hik ing ar ea mountains , implementing a composting pr ogram
and star ting a g arden a t the comm unity center tha t hosts our pr ogramming .

Bridg es.  Our m ulti-y ear ef for t to de velop ne w pr ogramming f or y oung er teens contin ues to r eap
rew ards. Our e xpansiv e Bridg es Middle Sc hool Colle ge Prepar ation Pr ogram grew to 72  students
this past y ear. Ninety-thr ee per cent demonstr ated incr eased a wareness of the colle ge admissions
process and colle ge options . Near ly 70% impr oved their academic perf ormance . In addition to
basic ma th and Eng lish sk ill-b uilding , we pr ovided our par ticipants with a ric h range of activities ,
inc luding counseling , liter acy pr ojects , a book c lub, video-mak ing w orkshops , dance , suppor t
groups and se xual liter acy workshops . New this y ear, we added a R obotics T eam, whic h placed an
impr essiv e thir d place in the citywide F ir st Le go League Citywide Championship .

Union W orks. Our long-r unning Union W orks pr ogram pr ovides academic assistance , job
readiness tr aining , summer job and internship placement and suppor t ser vices to y outh a ges 14 to
18 with educa tional def icits . Last summer , 100% of our par ticipants w ere emplo yed. One hundr ed
per cent of the high sc hool senior s we ser ved last y ear g radua ted fr om high sc hool on time , and
44% of those who g radua ted ar e now enr olled in a colle ge or univ ersity .

Youth Services



Settlement Colle ge Readiness Pr ogram.  In its 43-y ear history , our Colle ge Readiness
Program has pr ovided mor e than 18,000 low-income students with guidance and encour agement to
pur sue higher learning . This past y ear, we helped mor e than 1,200 students na vigate the complica ted
colle ge selection, admissions and f inancial aid pr ocess . Other ser vices inc lude tutoring , SAT prep,
colle ge trips , summer enric hment pr ograms and a Leader ship Academy . This y ear's g radua tes
receiv ed acce ptances to suc h schools as the Sta te Univ ersity of New York at Albany , Barnar d Colle ge,
Univ ersity of Pennsylv ania, How ard Univ ersity , Carne gie Mellon, Emory Colle ge, St. John's Univ ersity ,
Penn Sta te and v arious City Univ ersity of New York campuses . 

Reac hing f or Tomor row Pr ogram. For tw o year s, we have of fered a city-contr acted Learning
to Work Program in a Low er Manha ttan tr ansf er sc hool f or under -cr edited, over -age students . Our
staf f provided 277 of the students with a compr ehensiv e pr ogram of internships , job de velopment,
emplo yability sk ills w orkshops , colle ge explor ation and car eer r eadiness , helping them complete high
school, a pply to and enr oll in colle ge and secur e car eer -building jobs and internships . Among those
we ser ved this past y ear, 135 students a pplied to colle ge — mor e than doub le last y ear's r ate— and 65
have been acce pted to colle ge inc luding Hunter Colle ge, John Ja y Colle ge, Lehman Colle ge, Queens
Colle ge, the Sta te Univ ersity of New York at Stony Br ook
and St. John's Univ ersity . 

Young Men on the Rise F atherhood Pr ogram.
New this y ear, we launc hed a pr ogram designed to help
non-custodial y oung f ather s ages 16 to 24 become
responsib le and eng aged in their c hildr en's liv es.
Cur rently , we pr ovide individual and f amily counseling ,
par enting sk ills w orkshops , advocac y, job placement and
lif e skills w orkshops to a g roup of 30+ young men.  

Educa tion Center . Open six da ys a week, Youth a t
Union's b ustling Educa tion Center thriv es as a
"neighborhood sanctuary ," wher e par ents can be sur e
their c hildr en ar e eng aged in constr uctiv e, enric hing
activities , inc luding our T ech Lab, tutoring , test
pr epar ation, colle ge and car eer e xplor ation, dance and
music w orkshops and m uch mor e. 



Near ly 25 per cent of East Har lemites ne ver made it
past the ninth g rade and many lac k liter acy even in
their na tiv e langua ge. One of the ar ea's lar gest adult
educa tion pr ovider s, we are committed to helping our
neighbor s overcome these obstac les and tak e vital
ste ps tow ard ac hieving their educa tional and car eer
goals .

Adult Educa tion Pr ogram. We ser ve mor e than 1,200 students eac h year
thr ough c lasses , inc luding Eng lish f or Speak ers of Other Langua ges, basic liter acy,
GED pr epar ation in Eng lish and Spanish, citiz enship and computer sk ills . We also
of fer educa tion, immig ra tion counseling and fr ee tax pr epar ation ser vices to our
students , as well as pr oviding r efer rals f or a ppr oxima tely 800 additional individuals
eac h year. In the last tw o year s, we have had g reat success with our Ne w Popula tions
Initia tiv e, whic h pr ovides Elementary Liter acy/ESOL c lasses and one-on-one suppor t
ser vices f or East Har lem's ne west popula tion of immig rants fr om West Africa and
various Ar ab-speak ing na tions , many of whom ar e functionally illiter ate. New this
past y ear, we became the f ir st pr ogram in Manha ttan to of fer Frenc h GED classes . We
also launc hed a student committee this y ear as w ell as a documentary f ilmmak ing
project and w eek ly Health Liter acy workshops f ocused on health topics suc h as
str ess mana gement, HIV pr evention and dia betes .

Writing T hrough R eading Pr ogram .  For the past 15 y ear s, we have
colla bor ated with the pr estigious 92nd Str eet Y on The Writing T hrough R eading
program, whic h helps students learn Eng lish b y reading contempor ary liter atur e,
enjo ying visits fr om r enowned author s and pr oducing their own cr eativ e writing . Our
students giv e formal r eadings of their own w ork, pub lish a student anthology and
par ticipa te in our ann ual Liter atur e Festiv al. Visiting author s for the 2007-2008
season inc luded poets P aul Muldoon and Br enda Shaughnessy and pla ywrights Car ol
Mack and Susan Y ankowitz. Near ly 500 students par ticipa ted in the pr ogram this past
year, up 25% fr om the pr evious y ear.

Adult Educa tion



Economically str uggling and often living
alone , our comm unity's senior popula tion
relies hea vily on Union Settlement to help
meet their e very day needs and w ard of f
feelings of isola tion. W e pr ovide a wide
range of ser vices to mor e than 1,400 older
adults eac h year thr ough our f amily of
senior center s and our Meals on Wheels
Program, whic h deliv ers both daily meals to
home bound senior s and also supplemental
sandwic hes and snac ks, thank s to priv ate
funding . At our f ive center s, we of fer daily
group meals , exercise and dance c lasses ,
benef its assistance , nutrition w orkshops ,
computer c lasses , games , ar ts & cr afts and
onsite mental health counseling . We also
contin ue to ha ve success with a health and
fitness pr ogram tha t of fers senior s water
exercise , lap swimming , exercise mac hine
workouts and a studio str etc h c lass a t
Asphalt Gr een, a nearb y spor ts and f itness
nonpr of it agenc y. 

Transpor tation Pr ogram

The past y ear has been another e xciting one f or Senior Ser vices . We made the
tr ansition fr om our popular b ut small trip pr ogram to our ne w city-contr acted
Transpor tation Pr ogram, g oing fr om of fering se ven trips a w eek to se ven trips a da y.
East Har lem senior s are now a ble to count on us f or an ar ray of solo trips to suc h
places as the pharmac y, the bank or the Social Security of fice , and f estiv e group
excur sions to sites lik e City Island and T he South Str eet Sea por t. 

Senior s United to Ser ve
Also ne w this y ear, we launc hed our ne w Senior s United to Ser ve Volunteer
Program. Since star ting in ear ly 2008, w e now ha ve mor e than 140 v olunteer s
providing 5,000+ hour s of ser vice eac h month, pac king meals and sandwic hes,
setting ta bles f or lunc h, planning trips and par ties , calling bing o number s, assisting
in ar ts & cr afts activities and visiting or calling home bound c lients . These ar e just
tw o examples of our ne w ser vices , whic h also inc lude a w eek ly Pila tes c lass a t one
of our center s, massa ge ther apy and senior -led e xercise c lasses . 

Senior Services



East Har lem suf fers fr om the city's second highest cum ulativ e AIDS and living with AIDS case
ra tes. Each year, near ly 200 comm unity r esidents ar e dia gnosed with HIV and o ver 2,100
residents ar e living with HIV/AIDS . Union Settlement contin ues to be a t the f orefr ont of
fighting the e pidemic and impr oving conditions f or those living with HIV/ AIDS and their lo ved
ones . Our ser vices inc lude:

HIV CARE Netw ork. Union Settlement successfully competed to become the lead
agenc y for the ne wly cr eated Manha ttan HIV Car e Netw ork, a consolida tion of existing
bor ough netw orks. As of April 1, 2008 w e took the r eins as the lead a genc y for a consor tium
of provider s seek ing to impr ove the a vaila bility , quality and coor dina tion of ser vices f or those
living with or af fected b y HIV and AIDS in all of Manha ttan. 

HIV Mental Health Ser vices In 1994, w e launc hed a pr ogram to pr ovide pr ofessional
assessment, tr eatment and case mana gement to HIV -inf ected adults , their par tner s and their
family member s in a comm unity-based setting . Since tha t time , the pr ogram has earned a
str ong r eputa tion f or its sensitiv e, accessib le ser vices , of fered in both Eng lish and Spanish.

HIV / AIDS Services



Mental Health Ser vices
East Har lem has the highest r ate of hospitaliza tions due to mental illness in the city . Pover ty
substantially incr eases the emotional b urdens many of our r esidents f ace , as do the high
ra tes of violence , substance a buse, HIV and AIDS . To addr ess these disparities , Union
Settlement's 60+-y ear -old Mental Health Ser vices assists mor e than 600 individuals eac h
year. Our primary pr ograms ar e:

Johnson Counseling Center .  This licensed mental health c linic pr ovides assistance
to the r esidents of East Har lem thr ough individual, f amily , group and couples ther apy, crisis
inter vention, psy chiatric e valua tions , advocac y and other ser vices .

Childr en's Blended Case Mana gement Pr ogram.  This pr ogram w orks to ena ble
emotionally disturbed c hildr en to r emain with their f amilies and out of institutions . 

Our Senior Center Mental Health Pr ogram The pr ogram brings bilingual social
workers to our senior center s to of fer onsite mental health ser vices . New this past y ear, our
social w orkers are of fering senior s a series of Wellness W orkshops a t our center s, covering
suc h topics as Impr oving Memory , How to T alk to Your Doctor , Beat the Blues: De pr ession and
Relaxa tion T echniques .

Union Settlement is also the par ent or ganiza tion of tw o separ ately incor por ated pr ograms
designed to help meet other comm unity needs: 

Union Settlement Home Car e Services . Founded in 1979, Union Settlement
Home Car e's sk illed home a ttendants pr ovide a t-home ser vices f or a ppr oxima tely 300
elder ly or disa bled c lients , tak ing car e of basic health car e needs , assisting with daily
activities  (cook ing , cleaning , shopping) and ena bling c lients to r emain in their homes and
avoid the cost, aliena tion and isola tion of institutional car e.

Union Settlement F eder al Cr edit Union. With f ew esta blished, r eputa ble f inancial
institutions in East Har lem, the Cr edit Union has long been a comm unity lif eline as w ell as a
model f or low-income comm unity de velopment cr edit unions na tionwide . A not-f or -prof it,
member -owned f inancial cooper ativ e, the Cr edit Union pr ovides its member s with
af fordable access to c hec king and sa vings accounts , financial ad vice , fr ee tax pr epar ation
and other ser vices . In the past y ear, we expanded our member ship to a ppr oxima tely 4,500
member s, up mor e than 300 member s fr om the pr evious y ear. We also pr ovided mor e than
$1.5 million in per sonal, b usiness , home and educa tional loans , helping mor e than 300
low-income comm unity r esidents tak e ste ps tow ard ac hieving their dr eams of opening or
expanding a b usiness , pur chasing their own home or a ttending colle ge. Also ne w this y ear,
the Cr edit Union launc hed fr ee quar ter ly Eng lish and Spanish f inancial liter acy classes to
help member s under stand cr edit, set f inancial g oals , develop and f ollow a monthly b udg et
and incr ease sa vings .
